WHEREAS Section 5 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001, c. 25 provides that the powers of a
municipality shall be exercised by its council through by-laws;

AND WHEREAS Paul Vlodarchyk was appointed as By-Law Enforcement Officer for the Town
of Essex on May 2, 2022;

AND WHEREAS Council deems it appropriate to repeal the portion of By-Law No. 2083
appointment Paul Vlodarchyk as By-Law Enforcement Officer for the Town of Essex;

NOW THEREFORE be it resolved that the Council of The Corporation of the Town of Essex
hereby enacts as follows:

1. That the wording in Section 1 of By-Law No. 2083 being a by-law to appoint a Deputy
Chief Building Official/By-Law Enforcement Officer for the Town of Essex be deleted
and expunged and replaced with the following wording to remove the appointment
of Paul Vlodarchyk as By-Law Enforcement Officer for the Town of Essex:

That the appointment of Paul Vlodarchyk as Deputy Chief Building Official for
the Corporation of the Town of Essex be endorsed and confirmed; and

2. That this By-Law shall come into full force and effect upon the final passing thereof.
