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Message from the Detachment Commander

| am pleased to present the Essex County OPP Detachment Board - 2024
Annual Report. This report includes crime, traffic enforcement and
community well-being data and highlights initiatives and successes from
the past year. 2024 represents the midway point of the Essex County
2023-2025 Detachment Action Plan, and this report provides updates on
our progress in meeting our Action Plan commitments.

| am proud of the work undertaken by our detachment in 2024:

e Property Crime: We observed an increase in property crime in
2024 compared to 2023, with a clearance rate of 18.5% in 2024.
In response, we implemented focused patrols, crime prevention
initiatives and joint investigations with our Community Street Crimes Unit (CSCU) and Crime Unit,
leading to several key arrests and property recoveries. Additionally, enhanced intelligence-sharing
with local agencies facilitated in disrupting organized property crime rings.

e Traffic Safety: We maintained our commitment to traffic safety, prioritizing impaired and
aggressive driving enforcement. Notably, there was a 12.1% increase in impaired/over 80 offences
in 2024 compared to 2023. Increased RIDE checks and focused patrols contributed to improved
community safety while reducing alcohol related fatal motor vehicle collisions.

e Community Patrols: Based on concerns from community members, we increased foot patrols in
downtown Leamington and high-traffic public spaces across the county. This led to improved
visibility, community engagement and a notable decline in public complaints related to disorder
and nuisance activities.

e Technology Integration: We continued to leverage technology by utilizing body-worn cameras, in-
car camera systems and Automatic Licence Plate Recognition (ALPR) technology, to support the
collection of evidence, increase transparency and enhance public and officer safety.

e Policing Partnerships: We worked alongside our policing partners, including municipal police
services and the RCMP, to support cross-jurisdictional initiatives such as Project 3D and
coordinated fentanyl interdictions across southwestern Ontario.

e Mental Health Response: We partnered with community-based organizations, such as Hotel Dieu
Grace Healthcare and the Regional Children’s Centre, to develop and implement co-response
models that enhanced our ability to respond to mental health-related calls and to support youth in
crisis. These models have improved outcomes for individuals in crisis and reduced hospital wait
times and repeat calls.
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e Victim Support: We partnered with local victim services organizations and leveraged our Victim
Specialist and Detachment Abuse Issues Investigators to better support victims by connecting
them with local resources, ensuring timely support for victims of intimate partner violence and
human trafficking.

e Community Engagement: We continued to engage with groups and organizations in our area to
build relationships and promote community safety and well-being. In 2024, we attended National
Indigenous Peoples Day with the Caldwell First Nation, participated in the Essex County Pride
Festival and delivered cyber safety presentations to local high school students and seniors groups.

e Member Development: We supported the development of our members and participated in
ongoing de-escalation, trauma-informed response and wellness training sessions throughout the
year to ensure readiness and resilience in the face of evolving demands.

In 2025, we will be working with the Essex County OPP Detachment Board - North and the Essex County
OPP Detachment Board - South to form the 2026-2029 Essex County Detachment Action Plan. This work
will include engaging with community members to ensure the needs of the communities we serve will be
reflected in the commitments we make. Development of the 2026-2029 Essex County Detachment Action
Plan will coincide with the creation of the 2026-2029 OPP Strategic Plan to ensure organizational alignment
and support.

The Essex County Detachment - 2024 OPP Detachment Board Annual Report begins to bridge the gap
between the Police.Services.Act (PSA) and the Community. Safety. and. Policing. Act (CSPA) reporting
requirements. In collaboration with relevant OPP program areas, working groups, and the Essex County
OPP Detachment Boards, this report will continue to develop in the years to come to include content from
the OPP Detachment Board Chairs and additional data and updates from the OPP.

From detachment administrative staff to frontline uniform members, to specialty units to supervisors, our
members continue to serve with pride, professionalism and honour. As we anticipate future challenges
and opportunities for policing and community safety, we remain dedicated to our mission of serving our
communities by protecting citizens, upholding the law and preserving public safety.

Media and Community Safety Officers have provided education
and awareness to citizens through in-person presentations, online
media campaigns and local radio conversations on anti-fraud and
crime prevention strategies.

Community Safety and Well-being Walks have been conducted in
all communities with local engagement to provide education and
awareness of Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design
(CPTED). Officers and Auxiliary members were provided additional
training on CPTED evaluations to support the OPP SafeGuard
Program.

Auxiliary Officers conducted several "Lock It or Lose It" campaigns
to provide community education on crime prevention strategies
and Project Safe Trade locations were launched in the communities.

Data gathered from analytics have provided crime-reduction
focused patrols for prevention and deterrence of property-related
crimes such as graffiti, mischief, theft of goods and break and enter.
The Regional Operational Analyst (ROA) continued to monitor and
analyze crime trends to provide reports and direct enforcement
efforts.

The Community Street Crime Unit (CSCU) and Regional Operational
Analyst continued collaboration for crime trends and data analysis
to identify prolific offenders in property related crimes across Essex
County. Continued covert and overt operations to monitor
investigations.

To reduce the impact on our
communities from the production
and trafficking of opioids and
other illicit drugs.

All frontline officers receive training in standard field sobriety
testing to enhance the ability to identify drug-impaired driving.
Additional officers trained as drug recognition experts to assess,
gather and provide evidence to support drug-impaired
investigations.

The CSCU and frontline officers continued to provide intelligence
information and conduct overt/covert investigations focusing on
identifying individuals in the production, transportation and sale
of illicit drugs.

Opioid related deaths continue to be investigated and media
awareness campaigns remain ongoing as there was a shiftin illicit
drugs from oxycodone and hydromorphone to a higher level of
fentanylincidents.
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Collaboration with community-based addiction support groups and
programming, including Essex County OPP, as part of the Windsor-
Essex Community Opioid and Substance Strategy Committee
monitored and provided feedback to support public awareness and
community engagement related to opioids in our communities.

Ongoing support and promotion for the use of the Crimestoppers
tip hotline to anonymously report criminal activity.

To address and prevent property
crimes while reducing the impact
on our community.

Supported officer-based training for Uniform Frontline Interviewer
Program (UFIP) to provide officers with a trauma informed approach
to interviews and investigations. The training approach improved
the relationship between officers and victims which enhanced the
quality of investigations.

Engagement and promotion of community-based initiatives from
external organizations and agencies that are aimed at educating
youth, keeping them safe on social media and building positive
relationships. Presentations provided to youth on indicators of
human trafficking and social media habits.

Training provided to officers on community-based youth programs
and referral processes to better engage youth and their families in
our community.

Ensured officer compliance quarterly with referral to community
agencies such as Victim Services, Victim Witness Assistance
Program, Youth Diversion and Windsor Essex Child/Youth
Advocacy Centre.

Provided media reports highlighting relevant investigations to raise
awareness and assist in solving crimes.

To increase public awareness of
technology-based crimes.

Officers continue to ensure mandatory Victim Services,

Victim Witness Assistance Program and Children's Aid Society
notifications are made in a timely manner and the referral
compliance is monitored continually to ensure required supports
are available.

Engagement with OPP specialty

Essex County officers worked in conjunction with both internal and
external partners, such as the OPP Highway Safety Division (HSD),
Ministry of Transportation (MTO), Coast Guard, Snow Vehicle, All-
Terrain-Vehicle, Vessel Enforcement/Education (SAVE) Team to utilize
equipment and members to expand our approach and maximize
enforcement presence on our roads, waterways and trails.

Continued collaboration with Mothers Against Drunk Driving (MADD)
and other municipal police partners to improve education and
awareness for road safety. Participated in the Reduce Impaired Driving
Everywhere (RIDE) launch and daily RIDE checks during the festive
RIDE campaign.

Specialized training provided for officers in the fields of commercial
motor vehicle enforcement, drug impaired driving (standard field
sobriety testing and drug recognition expert) and motorcycle
operations.

To continue to focus on the
causal factors of motor vehicle
collisions on our roadways,
waterways and trails.

Engagement of local media in relation to public awareness and
education on the dangers of “The Big 4”.

Utilized media campaigns prior, during and post provincial traffic
initiatives to encourage the public to report suspected impaired and
dangerous driving and to bring awareness to the public of “The Big 4”
violations during local and provincial campaigns.

Ongoing data-driven focused patrols based on analysis of speed trailer
studies, speed monitoring devices, collision analysis, observed driver
behaviour and community-initiated concerns to address traffic hot-
spot areas.

To continue to prioritize marine
enforcement and education on
local waterways.

Essex County OPP provides dedicated marine enforcement on local
waterways for eight months of the year, developing and fostering
relationships with local marinas, the Canadian and US Coast Guard,
Fisheries and Oceans and Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry.

Participation in local media releases surrounding boating safety and
boating expos provides additional boating education for safe
waterways.

Ongoing engagement of intelligence-led marine policing initiatives with
municipal and federal partners has addressed and supported several
cross-border investigations.

Essex County OPP engaged in safety and security meetings as the
Gordie Howe International Bridge Project continues.

Working closely with our stakeholders to identify marine policing
needs and concerns.

To enhance the integrated response
to community needs for individuals
in crisis.

In 2024, the Essex County OPP continued to expand and streamline
its co-response approach through the Mobile Crisis Response Team
(MCRT), in partnership with Hotel Dieu Grace Healthcare and the
Regional Children’s Centre. These integrated teams—serving both
youth and adults—responded to over 210 mental health-related
calls in 2024, contributing to a measurable reduction in emergency
department visits and repeat calls for service.

Officers received ongoing training in de-escalation and crisis
intervention through both in-person and virtual sessions, enhancing
frontline response capabilities.

Members actively participated in regional police-hospital committees
to coordinate care pathways and address systemic service gaps.

Continue to support the
Community Safety and Well-Being
Plan for Windsor-Essex.

The Essex County OPP remained an active contributor to the
implementation of the Windsor-Essex CSWB Plan, supporting
initiatives focused on priority populations including those
experiencing homelessness, mentalillness and addiction.

Officers and Auxiliary members participated in local crime
prevention initiatives, such as fraud awareness for seniors and
youth cyber safety education. Auxiliary-led outreach supported
proactive patrols and engagement during key community events.

Additionally, members participated in local CSWB-related working
groups and planning committees alongside municipal partners,
public health and social service agencies.

Foster the relationship between the
OPP and the Caldwell First Nation
as the community builds their first
businesses and community homes.

The Essex County OPP strengthened its partnership with Caldwell
First Nation in 2024 through regular engagement, participation in
cultural events and consultation regarding community development
and safety planning. Members attended National Indigenous
Peoples Day celebrations and participated in the National Day for
Truth and Reconciliation. The Provincial Liaison Team supported
these efforts through ongoing collaboration and advisory support.

Several members also completed Indigenous cultural awareness
training, including traditional teachings, to deepen understanding and
build a respectful, trust-based relationship with Caldwell First Nation.

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Other Community Updates

In 2024, Essex County OPP remained committed to proactive community engagement, collaborative partnerships
and responsive policing that meets the diverse needs of the communities we serve.

Crime Prevention Initiatives

In response to crime trends and community concerns, Essex County OPP led targeted crime prevention initiatives
focused on vehicle theft, break-and-enters and fraud prevention. Through partnerships with local municipalities,
the Windsor-Essex Regional Community Safety and Well-Being (CSWB) Plan team, and regional media, we
delivered public education campaigns on auto theft prevention and investment fraud awareness. Our Community
Engagement Officers also worked with seniors' organizations and financial institutions to raise awareness of
financial scams affecting vulnerable residents.

Community Patrol

Based on increased concerns related to nuisance activities and property crime, Essex County OPP enhanced
community patrols in key areas, including downtown Leamington and commercial corridors in Essex and
Kingsville. Increased foot patrols and high-visibility officer presence led to improved community engagement,
a reduction in public complaints and enhanced perceptions of safety among business owners and residents.

Community Satisfaction

Public confidence in policing remains high. According to the 2025 Tecumseh Citizen Satisfaction Survey,
conducted by Nanos Research, 93% of respondents were satisfied with services provided by the Town of
Tecumseh. While not specific solely to policing, this feedback underscores overall community satisfaction,
particularly as policing/bylaw services were among the most frequently referenced. Tecumseh Mayor Gary
McNamara also publicly noted that the Town has maintained a 90% approval rating for OPP policing,
reinforcing strong public support for the service model in place since 1947.

Youth Interaction/Engagement

Essex County OPP continued its strong tradition of youth engagement in 2024. Members attended local schools,
summer camps and sports tournaments to promote internet safety, anti-bullying and impaired driving prevention.
Officers received positive feedback from parents, educators and students, particularly for their presentations at
high schools during Cyber Safety Awareness Week and during Police Week events.

Interactions with Members of Racialized Groups

Throughout 2024, Essex County OPP worked with cultural community leaders to foster inclusivity, representation
and respectful dialogue. Officers attended the Essex County Pride Festival, participated in Black History Month
events and held listening sessions with racialized youth and newcomer organizations in partnership with the
Multicultural Council of Windsor and Essex County.

Engagement with First Nations, Inuit, and Métis Communities

Fostering respectful, trusting relationships with Indigenous communities remained a priority. Officers attended
National Indigenous Peoples Day celebrations and the National Day for Truth and Reconciliation event with
Caldwell First Nation, reinforcing our commitment to meaningful engagement and reconciliation. We also
partnered with the OPP Provincial Liaison Team to support Caldwell First Nation’s community development and
hosted cultural awareness sessions for members of the detachment.

Interactions with Persons Experiencing Mental Health or Neurodevelopmental Challenges

Recognizing the ongoing need for coordinated responses to mental health-related calls, Essex County OPP
strengthened its partnerships with Hotel Dieu Grace Healthcare and the Regional Children’s Centre to support
the Youth Crisis Response Team and Mobile Crisis Response Teams. These co-response models led to improved
de-escalation, reduced wait times at hospitals and a decrease in repeat calls for service involving individuals in
crisis. Officers also completed additional training in trauma-informed response and de-escalation strategies.

The OPP has developed a Service Delivery Model (SDM) in response to several reviews and audit

recommendations. The SDM is designed to:
o Promote officer wellness through balanced workloads
o Determine adequate staffing levels at each detachment

o Ensure the continued delivery of adequate and effective policing services in accordance with

the Community Safety and Policing Act (CSPA).

To implement the SDM, the OPP has submitted a seven-year staffing strategy to address required increases in

detachment personnel. This model supports the OPP’s ability to:
e Respond rapidly to increasing calls for service

e Maintain safe communities through proactive patrols and community engagement

e Address municipal concerns about reduced police visibility

To monitor progress and guide detachment-level planning, the OPP has
established time allocation targets for provincial constables (figure 1).
These targets reflect how time should ideally be distributed by the end of
the seven-year strategy.

The targets are based on a provincial average and variations are
expected between detachments due to differences in geography,
operational structure, recruitment and other absences.

In the short term, detachments may face challenges in achieving these
targets. Continued improvements in scheduling tools, data integrity, and
strategic deployment will support progress toward these goals.
